Turkey' acts
over gold
treasure

The Turkish Government is to

ask the Museum of Fine Arts in

Boston, Massachusetts, for all
available information about the
mysterious  royal gold treasure
which the museum recently
bought in New York for a re-
ported “ six figure sum ”, and put
on show to the public yesterday.
The Turkish Ministry of Educa-
tion hopes to establish whether
the treasure originally came from
Turkey or from some other
Eastern Mediterranean country.

If the team of Turkish experts
entrusted with the task decides
that the hoard is from Turkey.
then the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs in Ankara intends to
contest ownership.

Already, after studying photo-
graphs of the treasure, archaeo-
logists in Britain are divided
over its origin. Some say cate-
gorically that it is from Turkey.
while others say it could come
from other countries in the
area.
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
